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Finally, several issues should be followed-up within a timely manner because they directly impact any 

strategic planning and the various uses that the community may envision for the mill.  The first is the 

clarification of ownership for the properties immediately surrounding the mill.  It is unclear the status of the 

‘quit claim’ requested by the County in 2000 for the property situated in front of the mill (to the east).  There 

also remains confusion as to the specific responsibilities that the various owners of the surrounding properties 

have for these properties.  As well, the status of possible insect infestation in the mill should be addressed 

immediately, to more clearly determine IF there is a continual infestation occurring, and if there is, what 

types of remediation are needed to bring the infestation under control.  This is a serious issue that could bring 

any adaptive re-use plans to a halt.  And finally, over a decade has passed since many of the reports cited in 

this report were written, and any comprehensive work on the mill undertaken.  Specific details about its 

current condition are unknown.  Due diligence suggests that as an update, a newly commissioned existing 

conditions report should be considered, and that specific recommendations made in previous reports be 

revisited in light of the mill’s current state.   
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
